Some of the major challenges faced by the developing countries to make trade work for development are determining the balance between autonomy and trade openness, the design and implementation of trade and development policies such that the focus is on multi-dimensionality of poverty and on the relationship between inequality, economic growth and poverty reduction, the esoteric nature of trade negotiations and policy design that make it difficult to define the benefits of ‘inclusive’ trade policy. Trade can work for the developing countries if trade policies are supported by some critical factors such as strong, supportive institutional frameworks that require a strengthened local capacity and strong political will-power.
‘Journal of Trade and Development Policy’ (JTDP) is a bi-annual journal published by PITAD. The journal is intended to provide a forum for the exchange of expertise and capacity of actors who have a stake in policy decisions on trade to make contributions to debate that are based on scientific evidence to address the issues of international trade and suggest transparent and accountable policies and strategies that can harness international trade for development. The journal aims to advance theoretical and empirical research and inform policies and practices. 
Scope/Coverage 
JTDP will consider articles that cover the following areas:

· Theoretical and empirical issues in international and development economics

· Trade and development policy modelling
· Trade and development issues currently facing developing economies
· Interface between trade and public policy
· Review of books and articles on trade and development

Call for Submissions:

The Editorial Team of the journal invites for submission of unpublished, original works for publication in the spring 2010 issue of JTDP. The Editorial Team seeks for high quality publications that share the theme and epitome of the journal. Contributions from researchers in research institutes and academia are welcome.
Manuscripts received at the earliest shall be considered for publication in the First issue of 2010. 
Peer Review Policy

All submissions in the journal will undergo editorial screening and an anonymous double-blind peer review. The reviewers will be selected from among scholars in the field of international and development economics. The articles are reviewed keeping in mind the following parameters:

· Originality

· Relevance

· Credibility/Rigor

· Adherence to instructions of the journal (Instructions to Authors)

· Structure

· Content

· Language

· Clarity of presentation

· Cited Sources

The decision to reject/accept or accept with revisions lies with the Editors of the journal. 
Author Guidelines

· General Guidelines:

· Submissions must be original, must not be published elsewhere, and must not be given for publication to some other journal at the same time. 
· If the submission of an article does not secure publication in JTDP, authors will be notified of the status of their submissions.
· Two versions of the submission must be submitted via e-mail to the Submissions Editor. In the second submission, all information identifying the author should be removed so that it is sent anonymously to the referees.

· Specific Guidelines:

· An abstract of 150 to 250 words must precede the body of work of an article. 
· The submissions must adhere to the instructions of the journal, such as font type, spacing, page numbers, word limits, abbreviations, etc.
· All articles must be submitted in English, pages numbered consecutively, beginning with the title page. Standard font type such as Times New Roman and font size of 12 should be used. 

· The articles must be relevant to the scope of the journal and deal with issues of interest. The articles must have findings that are new, useful, credible and strong. The citation of sources must be of good quality and up-to-date. The references must be cited appropriately and no reference that has been cited should be missing. The possible citations style may be suggested from time to time by the Editorial Team. 
· The language used in the article should be readable, understandable and should take care of clarity so that it clearly distinguishes between conclusions, interpretations, implications and speculations. The objectives should be clearly defined. As a convention and to maintain uniformity, British English shall be followed.
· Articles should be between 7,000 to 8,000 words. In exceptional cases submissions with longer word count may also be considered. 
· In case of an author’s first submission in a journal, an updated curriculum vitae and a cover letter that mentions the author’s name, affiliation, qualifications and contact details must be submitted along with the manuscript.
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
